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FRENCH GRADES EXPLANATION (UNIVERSITY LEVEL) 

Subjects taught at Université de Paris are graded on a 0 to 20-point scale (0 (lower grade) to 20 (higher grade)), with each 

subject assigned a coefficient of importance in a given curriculum. The passing grade for a single subject is usually 10/20. 

Grades higher than 16/20 are seldom awarded. A student is considered to have passed the year (admis) when the combined 

average (moyenne générale) of grades is 10 or above for each semester.
